Your	kit	contains:		small	motor	with	attached	wiring,	AA	battery,	popsicle	stick,		
4	color	markers,	tape,	plastic	cup,	clothespin,	googly	eyes,	paper	
	

Scribble	Bot	Kit	Instructions

Make	the	“brains”	of	the	Scribble	Bot	taping	your	motor	onto	one	end	of	the	popsicle	stick.	
Then	tape	the	AA	battery	perpendicularly	onto	the	other	end	of	the	popsicle	stick.	
Tape	one	end	of	the	motor	wire	to	one	end	of	your	battery.		Leave	the	other	wire	unattached.	
Tape	the	markers	onto	the	side	of	the	cup	and	fasten	on	the	self-adhesive	googly	eyes.	
Now	fasten	“the	brain”	onto	the	body	by	taping	the	popsicle	stick	to	the	top	of	the	cup.	
Place	a	clothespin	on	the	end	of	the	motor.	
When	you’re	ready	to	color,	lay	down	a	sheet	of	paper.			
Then	remove	the	lids	from	the	markers.			
Now	tape	the	other	loose	wire	to	the	other	side	of	the	battery.			
The	Scribble	Bot	should	now	have	power	and	start	scribbling!	
Watch	it	go,	go,	go!		It	will	vibrate,	jump	around	a	bit	and	go	in	circles,	coloring	all	the	while.
